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Show Jumping League Rules & Regulations  

General Rules & Information
Riding Hats to standard EN1384 or PAS015 must be worn,
and correctly fastened at all times whilst mounted.
The wearing of Body Protection is compulsory for very novice riders & lead rein classes, 
and strongly recommended for both Juniors and Adults.
1. Entries will only be accepted on fully completed + signed entry forms with full remittance. 

2. The WARM-UP classes will be one round, and will have a jump off against the clock. Rosettes 1st – 6th
3. All LEAGUE CLASS will be one round, followed by a jump off against the clock. Rosettes 1st – 6th
4. Classes will be judged  in accordance with BSJA rules, but BRC rules will apply with regard to all general points such as permitted saddlery and dress. 
5. Horses/ponies may compete at two consecutive leagues with different riders, as eligible, but may change to a higher level once league has started, where points gained in the lower league will be forfeited.
6. The winner of each league will receive a Perpetual Trophy, Championship rosette and prize.
7. Juniors and Seniors are placed separately in both Warm-up and League classes. 

8. League Class Restrictions: 
Lead Rein only League – Riders never to have been placed off the lead rein and have not been placed 1st – 2nd in any previous Waulkmill Lead rein league or above (with 6 or more competitors).
Minimus League Class – Horses/ponies and rider combinations not to have been placed 1-3rd more than 3 times at Novice or above and have not been placed 1st –2nd  in any previous Waulkmill Minimus league or above (with 6 or more competitors). Horse to have no BSJA winnings. 

Novice League Class – Horses/ponies and rider combinations not to have been placed 1-3rd more than 3 times at Intermediate or above and have not been placed 1st – 2nd in any previous Waulkmill Novice league or above (with 6 or more competitors). Horse to have no BSJA winnings
Intermediate League Class – Horses/ponies and rider combinations not to have been placed 1-3rd more than 3 times at Open and have not been placed 1st – 2nd  in any previous Waulkmill Intermediate league or above (with 6 or more competitors). Horses/ponies to have won less than £175 BSJA notional winnings. 

Horse/pony and rider combinations, which are eligible for a particular league at the first WSC winter competition, which they enter, may continue to compete in that league until the end of the current winter show jumping League. 
Riders can compete on more than one horse/pony in one League.
9. Junior’s must be under 17 years on 1st Jan 2011.
10. REFUSALS =  4 PENALTIES each for  1ST + 2ND  ELIMINATION on the 3RD refusal or any fall of rider and or horse.  

11. POLES DOWN = 4 PENALTIES PER FENCE    
12. No Lungeing in the warm-up arena. If you wish you can use Grass area above Indoor Arena.
13. All poops etc. to be removed from car park.
14. Clear Round Classes Rosettes Awarded for every perfect round up to a max. of 3 rounds per Horse/pony.
15. For All League Class Rosettes Awarded  1st – 6th place (after a Jump Off if required).
16. W.E.T.A. Members who are placed will accumulate points over all the S.J. shows attended, these will be entered into the W.E.T.A. Members only League Table.  At the end of the year a Members Award Party will be organised and the highest overall score will count.  Special Perpetual Trophies for Winning Adult + Junior will be presented.
