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League Rules & Information

1. Please note bridle numbers must be used as per BD Rules.

2. This competition will be run under BD Rules with the exception that horses may not be     ridden by anyone other than their competing rider for the duration of the competition. 

3. No boots/bandages will be allowed. Side reins are permitted when lunging, no lunging in warm-up arena (separate lunging grass area provided) Draw and bearing reins are not allowed. 

4. Riding hats to standard EN1384 or PAS015 must be worn and correctly fastened whilst mounted.

5. Horses/ponies not eligible to compete due to class restrictions or those horses/ponies down-graded by BD may compete but must do so HC.

6. In all classes seniors and juniors compete together and are placed separately. Juniors should be under 17 years old on 1st January 2011 and must state their date of birth on the entry form.

7. Seniors competing ponies will compete as seniors. Juniors competing horses will compete as juniors.

8. The organisers have the right to alter /cancel classes & to return entries made in inappropriate classes.
9. League Class Restrictions: 
The Intro League: Open to horses/ponies and rider combination that have not been placed at preliminary level or above and not to have been placed 1st – 2nd in any previous Waulkmill Intro league or above (with 6 or more competitors). Horses to have no BD points.
The Preliminary League: Open to horses/ponies and rider combination that have not been placed at Elementary Level and not to have been placed 1st – 2nd in any previous Waulkmill prelim league or above (with 6 or more competitors). Horses to have no more than 49 BD points.
The Novice League: Open to horses/ponies and rider combination that have not been placed at Medium level and not to have been placed 1st – 2nd in any previous Waulkmill Novice league or above (with 6 or more competitors). Horses to have no more than 124 BD points.

10. To be eligible to win prizes, a horse/pony rider combination must attend a minimum of 3 competitions in the League. (Weather permitting)
11. League points are awarded in the League classes only.
12. The 5 highest placings per horse/pony will be used to calculate the total. Presentation for the Points will be on the final league date.
13. Horses/ponies may compete at two consecutive leagues with different riders. Any horse/pony changing riders during a league will not carry forward any points previously gained with the previous rider.
W.E.T.A. Members who are placed will accumulate points over all the Dressage Shows attended, these will be entered into the W.E.T.A. Members only League Table.  At the end of the year a Members Award Party will be organised and the highest overall score will count.  Special Perpetual Trophies for Winning Adult + Junior will be presented.
